	JH welcomed everyone to the meeting and apologies were noted as above.

	My Place
	

	286.1
	Item 6 was brought forward on the agenda as JK would be leaving at the break.
	

	286.2
	RR explained that the purpose of bringing a report on My Place to CTB now is to complete the circle started by CTB in 2008 when the original application for the My Place project was agreed by the board. RR gave a brief background to the My Place project for those board members who were not around in 2008 and highlighted some of the milestones. In April 2011 BIG Lottery expressed in writing some concerns regarding the financial sustainability of the project and invited the authority to submit a representation. However, at the same time there was a change in the political landscape of the authority and the new administration shared BIG Lottery’s concerns. John Collings made the decision that without the backing of the new cabinet, the authority could not make a representation to BIG so the My Place project came to an end. Formal acknowledgement of that came from BIG in September 2011.
	

	286.3
	The floor was opened for questions and comments and the following points were raised:
a) JK explained that ultimately the decision not to progress with the My Place project was a political one and she understood how disappointing it would have been for those involved. However, she stressed that at the time the new cabinet could not be certain what the future financial commitment for the council would be towards the non-revenue generating project. JK felt that in the light of the current financial climate and the tough budget decisions that the council now has to make, it was the right decision not to progress with the My Place project.
b) JH suggested that the need identified by the My Place project for a city-centre youth facility has not gone away and questioned how that need will now be met. JK acknowledged that there is a need but emphasised that Newcastle is a regional centre which attracts young people from a number of surrounding authorities. JK believed that we should be looking at how we can work collaboratively with neighbouring authorities to provide a joint service for children and young people.
c) SK commented that she does not get a sense of their being a coordinated approach to youth services in the city. RR noted that there was an integrated youth service board but its prominence may have slipped. Nevertheless, there is a lot going on for young people mostly run by community and voluntary organisations – some of which might not survive in the current economic climate. JH added that there appears to be an increasing reliance on technology to promote such activities and this will only increase with the imminent closure of Percy Street and the reductions in the Connexions service in general.

d) HH wondered if it is known how other cities are tackling the ‘regional centre’ issue. RR believed that most core cities will be experiencing and wondered whether there was a piece of work to be done around how other My Place projects have fared across the country.  RR will seek feedback around how other core cities are addressing this.
e) JK explained that the council is looking closely at opportunities for shared services across the region and noted that a number of authorities are already scrapping their youth services all together; replacing them with commissioned services from the private or voluntary sectors (in a recent Let’s Talk Newcastle event, young people themselves gave spending priority to safeguarding over youth services). JH wondered whether regional organisations such as NE1 and the Chamber of Commerce could have a role to play and suggested they could be invited to a future meeting of the board. PB noted that the LA can either buy in services of varying quality or build our own high quality services which we then sell to other authorities.
f) PB asked what will now happen to the Vine Lane building. RR explained that it is still an asset of the council and the My Place project has allowed us to learn a lot more about it. Any future uses for the listed building will be considered.

	Youth Offending Team presentation

	PB gave a presentation to CTB on the YOT. This was well received and the slides are attached below for information.
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PB noted that the average cost per custody episode is £58,000 and that the government is looking at passing those costs onto local authorities.

	PB took questions and comments from the floor and the following points were raised:
a) In the light of excellent YOT performance, JH asked if the YOT will be putting itself out of business. PB believed not given the changing demographics of Newcastle and increasing levels of poverty. A high performing police force will also keep the YOT in business.

b) The Board agreed it was important to export this good practice to local partnerships.

c) EH, having previously worked as a YOT manager, explained that other local authorities looked up to Newcastle YOT and its excellent performance.

d) RR found it gratifying to see the journey that Newcastle YOT has been on. However, she stressed that in her opinion there are no quick fixes which other authorities can adopt. Newcastle’s success is the result of decades of close partnership working. RR believed that the cost of not maintaining the investment in the YOT would be very damaging.
e) FMK was interested in the prevention work and praised the phenomenal success in reducing first time entrants by 68%. He wondered whether there were opportunities to tie this work into health and wellbeing. JH encouraged thinking around what other areas can work in partnership with YOT.

f) AH believed that YOT’s model of partnership working is key to its success.

g) HH asked PB about the six YOT workers in schools and whether they go to other schools. PB explained that they did not but individual schools can request a visit.

	NSCB Annual Report and Delivery Plan

	EH attended to brief CTB on the NSCB Annual Report and Delivery Plan.  EH also briefly discussed the Munro report, the new LAC inspection regime and Tim Loughton MP’s views on LSCB’s / CTB’s.
	

	288.2
	The following points were raised:
a) RR had some queries / comments about the NSCB Annual Report which were recognised and addressed by EH.

b) EH explained that this is the second year that the annual report has been brought to CTB and indications from the minister are that the revised Working Together document will strengthen guidance on this – brining issues to the attention of those who are in a position to affect them.

c) The main focus of the report is the concerns raised by structural changes and the speed and size of budget cuts. EH explained that the role of the LSCB is to work at a multi-agency level to identify where gaps are emerging and what the impact will be. The message from the minister was that there will be no more money but the government is looking to strengthen LSCBs.
d) Tim Loughton was adamant that the recommendations from the Munro report will be implemented. Pilots are currently under way for the new Ofsted inspection regime. The LSCB will be expected to assess the early help offer. EH will be writing a report on Munro shortly.  EH interested in coming back to CTB to talk more about Munro and the new inspection regime.
e) The minister confirmed that government will continue to expect that Serious Case Reviews are published in full – despite concerns from IROs. Mr Loughton also spoke about the priority that is being given to tackling child sexual exploitation.

f) SK presented the Delivery Plan and drew attention to a number of points relevant to CTB. Board member also raised a number of points. FMK queried why there is no link in the delivery plan to CDOP and planned investment in midwifery. SK explained that the timing of the CDOP report precluded it from inclusion in the current delivery plan. RR queried point 2.5. EH and SK explained this relates to having written confirmation from the member. The process will be changed in future. JK noted that the cabinet have agreed to sign up to Barnardo’s child sexual exploitation campaign and suggested it is included in the delivery plan. CS suggested that point 5.1 could be a theme for all CTB meetings. JH will discuss this with JC.

	289.1
	PT attended to brief CTB on the authority’s Short Break duty. One of the positive legacies of Aiming High is the step change it brought about in the delivery of short breaks for disabled children. Local authority’s are now duty-bound to provide short breaks and all must publish a statement in respect of their commitment by Autumn this year. PT presented Newcastle’s statement which has been worked up with parents and carers and asked for approval from CTB before publishing it on the website. The statement will be reviewed in six months’ time and then annually.

	Raising the participation age
	

	290.1
	RM attended to brief CTB on raising the participation age – an initiative of the previous government which has been endorsed by this government. The aim is that by 2013 young people will be engaged in some form of education up to the age of 17 and by 2015 that age will rise to 18. RM explained some of the background and gave examples of work currently being undertaken to engage young people in further education. Some work has begun to engage with schools in communicating these changes to pupils in years 9 and 10 and their parents. Some schools have engaged better than others.

	RM sought the support of CTB in taking this work forward. The following points were raised:
a) HH asked how young people will be advised on the choices available to them with the reductions that are being made in the Connexions service. RM stressed that there is still a Connexions service and that schools will be expected to purchase in impartial information and careers advice services from September 2012.
b) MS explained that we are currently in a transitional phase with Connexions being funded by the Early Intervention Grant. In 2011/12 services are being targeted towards young people at risk of becoming NEET. The onus of supporting other young people will pass to schools.

c) RM discussed that there will not be any sanctions for not engaging in education up to the age of 17/18. 

d) FMK saw a risk that in focusing on potentially NEET young people, those who are not NEET will be overlooked and not supported in furthering themselves.
e) RR noted that the city’s two largest employers (the LA and NHS) are represented at the table. What onus is on us to provide apprenticeships for young people?

	It was agreed that RM will construct a raising the participation age ‘message’ that board members can take back and promote. HH suggested that the communication of the values behind the directive needs to come from young adults closer to school age. RM will consider canvassing the views of young people – what forms of further education do they want?

a) JH noted that the performance report tabled today does not incorporate the effects of reductions in services already made or yet to be made.

b) EH acknowledged the performance areas on the Safe outcome around high levels of looked after children. She would take away the message that aspects are not working and changes need to be made.  NSCB would be interested in hearing how CAF as a tool is working to address this.
c) SK felt there are some governance issues for Standards and Effectiveness Management Group.

d) DT explained that the outcomes groups will be asked to produce spotlight reports on specific areas of interest.
e) HH thought that school attendance at primary level was worrying given the knock on effect it could have for secondary attendance and future NEET rates.

f) FMK congratulated DT and JG on formatting the data and linking it to the outcomes. He noted that when the Equal group met, it felt like an overarching outcome. He suggested that unintentional injuries and accidents had equalities issues and wondered whether equality could be incorporated into the risk matrix.

g) PB reminded the board that it is everyone’s responsibility to monitor the relevance of data and to advise if there are new indicators to be working to.

h) In light of the next round of budget reductions if resources are limited the Board agreed that Safe would be a priority.
i) Because of this, if having to prioritise the order in which spotlight reports are received, the group asked  that the Safe one(s) would be first.

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Newcastle Children’s Trust Board Performance Update  
9 November 2011 
 
Background 
 
The Children’s Trust Board formally recognised the need for a revised but robust 
performance management arrangement that was a more streamlined system while 
ensuring appropriate accountability of individual partners and partnerships for 
delivering agreed priorities in the Children and Young People’s Plan (CYPP). The 
CYPP is a way that partners demonstrate their commitment to work together to 
improve outcomes for children and young people. The extent and effectiveness of 
this will continue to be judged through inspection regimes. 
 
This is the first half-yearly update to the CTB under the new performance 
management framework. This is predominantly a summary of the latest performance 
data based on the indicators and performance measures agreed in the CYPP.  
 
Recommendations 
 
Children’s Trust Board is requested to: 


• Consider the performance data and identify areas where increased focus is 
needed 


• Agree issues where outcome groups should review more detailed data and 
produce performance “spotlight” reports  


 
The new CYPP is a more strategic plan with only a small number of high level 
actions identified, its progress being largely measured by performance indicators. 
The new measures of performance have been proposed and refined through the 
CYPP consultation process and will form the basis of future reports.  
 
Identifying Risk 
 
In addition to reporting performance and 
comparators a risk matrix has been agreed 
to assess where there should be increased 
focus on performance by PMRG 
and Outcome groups. 
 
The report uses a risk rating, 
which is based on 
comparative performance and 
trend over time. The table 
below shows how the level of 
risk is assessed. 
 
Higher risk areas are highlighted in red. This will indicate that performance is not 
improving over time and results are in the 3rd or 4th quartile nationally. Conversely, 
good performance will be green indicating positive trends and 1st or 2nd quartile 
rankings. Amber will show either lower quartile performance with improving trend or 
second quartile and declining trend. 
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Summary of Performance 
 
Appendix 1 shows 75 Children’s Services indicators and 40 have sufficient trend and 
national quartile data for us to risk assess them. At the end of quarter 2, 13 (33%) 
are green, 19 (47%) are amber and 8 (20%) have a red risk rating.

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Outcome groups  
 
The three outcome groups – Safe, Equal, and Achieving – have now been 
established and each had an initial meeting. At their meeting they considered where 
they thought there should be an initial performance focus. 
 
Safe – second and subsequent child protection plans 
Equal – to be decided 
Achieve – school attendance; and NEETs (future) 
 
The equal group has a slightly more complex remit as it is responsible for outcomes 
for vulnerable groups, which could overlap with the other outcomes. This was 
discussed at PMRG and was proposed that the Equal outcome group would oversee 
a performance review for identified groups of children and young people, such as 
looked after children, which they would share with the other outcome groups and 
CTB. 
 
Areas for further focus 
 
PMRG considered the pre-CTB report on 1 November and have made 
recommendations about the areas of focus for more in-depth performance “spotlight” 
reports.  
 
The spotlight reports will include: 


• further analysis of the data, e.g. associated indicators or measures, analysis for 
vulnerable groups or different parts of the city, where this available and relevant 


• commentary on what is currently happening in Newcastle and the impact this is 
having 


• future actions or ideas 
 
Spotlight reports are recommended for the following: 
 
Safe – High and rising levels of children requiring social care interventions 
(incorporating second and subsequent child protection plans) 
Equal – Child obesity; and the impact of poverty (link to work undertaken by the child 
poverty board) 
Achieve – School attendance; and Youth offending (to highlight the positive 
progress and how the significant reduction in first time entrants was achieved) 
 
Missing data and Data development 
 
Some proposed performance data is missing from this report but should be available 
from one of the partners for future reports and some measures are proposed as 
areas for data development as we do not currently collect relevant data (these are 
mostly in relation to the behaviour and perceptions of children and young people).  
 
PMRG have decided to review these items at a future meeting and consider whether 
data collection is necessary to effectively monitor progress against the Children and 
Young People’s Plan priorities. This will include looking at options for a citywide / 
sample survey of children and young people to gather some of this information in 
future.
