2.2 Matters Arising

2.2.1 Item 2.2.1 – IAPT refers to the Improved Access to Psychological Therapies programme.  
AC informed the group that GPs are encouraged to refer young people aged between 18 and 25 to Streetwise where there is a Department of Health pilot ran through Youth Access.  AC agreed to keep the group updated on this issue.
It was noted that Adult Services have introduced speedier access to therapies for people at work or on sick leave due to mental health issues.  AR has suggested introducing this system to Local Authority Children’s Services.
