MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

RIGHT HERE BID

ADHD

TAMHS – TARGETED MENTAL HEALTH IN SCHOOLS


AR confirmed that this project feeds into the CAMHS Partnership.

Steps to date are the Project Manager post will be advertised as a secondment for 1 year.  The selection of the project manager will be equal across all agencies but who will actually employ the candidate has yet to be agreed.


AR is attending a Head Teachers meeting to brief on this project.

The Project Team will meet in March to draw up the plan which will start on 1st April 2009.  Agreement on the baseline for the outcomes of the project is required and then commissioning will take place.  The Project Team will be made up from representatives from voluntary and statutory school sectors.  The project will work with services already in existence.

There was a wide-ranging debate regarding the focus of the project and the kind of Project Manager that would be required.
