The meeting began at 11am.
1. Apologies and introductions
Introductions were made and apologies noted as listed above.
2. Minutes of the previous meeting (17 August 2009)
2.1
Accuracy

The minutes were agreed as a true and accurate record.
2.2 Matters Arising

2.2.1 Item 3i): Harriet Yudkin was unable to attend this meeting or send a representative but will be attending the next meeting in November.  AR has circulated the evaluation report of the Mind the Gap workshops.
2.2.2 Item 3iii) AR has not yet received the outcome measurement tool from AC.
Action: JG to contact AC to request the outcome measurement tool

3 Feedback from CAMHS Partnership meeting
AR gave the group feedback from the last CAMHS Partnership meeting on 4 September 2009 and the following issues were noted:
3.1 The Great North Children’s Hospital (GNCH) was discussed in relation to children’s mental health needs and which service should meet them there.  AR clarified that if a child from Newcastle has mental health needs in the GNCH, the hospital should meet the costs.  If a child from out of the authority is admitted to the GNCH, currently no mental health services would be provided by Newcastle.

3.2 The Partnership discussed the Targeted Mental Health in Schools (TaMHS) Project Group and the three school clusters involved: Walbottle, All Saints and Walker.  All staff working in schools should end up having a general understanding of mental health and some staff should have a very in-depth knowledge who will act as champions.  There is a local evaluation and national evaluation ongoing.
3.3 Young people’s substance misuse services were discussed and the group was informed that Di Robertson will be attending the next Partnership to determine how mental health services and substance misuse services can be aligned.

4 ‘You’re Welcome’
AR gave a brief overview of ‘You’re Welcome’ and the following points were noted:
4.1 Health services are looking to quality assure services provided to young people.  ‘You’re Welcome’ is a set of standards health services can use to measure themselves against, identify areas that require improvement, and then complete an action plan.
4.2 Health services will be looking to use ‘You’re Welcome’ more widely and build it into contracts.  It was suggested that more focus should be required for services which deal with young people regularly, such as Streetwise, who already have the ‘You’re Welcome’ accreditation.
5 Raising Awareness Training

This will be discussed at the next meeting in November.
6 CAMHS Action Plan

The group went through Section B1 (Service Reviews) of the CAMHS Action Plan to consider how the actions could be met.  The following points were noted relating to each action:

6.1 ‘How clear definitions for each of the four tiers and threshold criteria will be written’

The new threshold document will be launched in November and will be discussed at the CAMHS Stakeholder Group in November.

6.2 ‘How the community and Voluntary Sector will be included in future Needs Assessments’

Voluntary Sector representatives will review the JSNA and inform AR of any amendments.
6.3 ‘How the statutory sector will be included in future PBMA’

There is no plan to review the PBMA.  If it is agreed that the PBMA needs to be reviewed, next year would be a more appropriate time.
6.4 ‘How best to collate, present and analyse data by locality / age’

All data regarding mental health issues of children should be collated by one individual.  This individual should come to the meeting in January 2010 to present the collated data to the group.  Sharon Hall, Regional CAMHS Worker was suggested to help with this.
6.5 ‘How CAMHS can contribute to the plan to align commissioning processes’
AR will keep the CAMHS Stakeholder Group and CAMHS Partnership up to date with the development of the Joint Commissioning Framework.  AR will ensure the Joint Commissioning Framework is applied to CAMHS commissioning, whilst complying with Children’s Trust arrangements.

6.6 ‘Complete Audit and Action Plan for NSF, NICE Guidance and narrowing the gap’
NICE guidance for CAMHS needs to be written into contracts when commissioning for services.
Actions: 
i) JG to send out the CAMHS Action Plan with the minutes once complete

ii) AR to ask CAMHS Partnership what data is required to effectively manage the commissioning process
