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What is work based learning?

Work based learning (WBL) is a form of learning that concentrates on developing
vocational skills. Young People can choose to follow work based learning
programmes (Apprenticeships or Entry to Employment) after they have completed
Year 11, but many Work Based Learning Providers are now offering young
people a chance to ‘try out’ Work Based Learning within Key Stage 4.

The aim of Work Based Learning is to provide students with the appropriate
skills and knowledge that will enable them to become employable and
productive workers, adding to the economic wellbeing of their community.
It can enhance and support subjects taken at school or it can be a stand alone
alternative. It allows the young person to;
