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The Election Process
The chart below explains how the election process works for young people involved and includes important dates and deadlines.
Young people who want to nominate themselves should follow this process:
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Twenty four area seats are up for election, five each from the north, east, west and central areas of the city. Candidates living in Newcastle will represent the areas they live in. Candidates who live outside Newcastle but work or study here, will represent the area in which they work or study.
Four further seats will be available for young people to represent special interests or groups that tend to be ignored. Young people will be free to choose to nominate themselves for an area seat or a special interest seat. This decision can be made at the candidate briefing sessions.

What is Newcastle Youth Council?





The Youth Council will provide an opportunity for young people aged 13 to 18 to raise issues impacting on the lives of young people with decision makers to bring about change.





The Youth Council will act as a consulting mechanism through which decision makers from Newcastle City Council could seek the views of young people on decisions or issues which affect young people in the city.





Who can join Newcastle Youth Council?





Any young person aged between 13 and 18 years old (inclusive) who lives, works or studies in Newcastle can nominate themselves to become a member of Newcastle Youth Council.  They do not have to have an interest in politics, all we ask is that they are enthusiastic about representing the views of young people and have an interest in the topical issues that effect young people in Newcastle.  





What does being a member of the Newcastle Youth Council involve?


Being a member is an exciting opportunity, where young people will be given the chance to get involved in a range of activities.  This might include meeting local Councillors, organising events, making speeches, holding debates and attending residential events.  Their most important role will be ensuring the views of young people in the City are presented to decision makers. Training and support will be provided at all times.





What is in it for young people involved?


Young people will meet people from different backgrounds and make new friends.  They will see new places, experience new things and have some fun.  They will gain confidence and learn life skills such as communication and working as a team.





What will the time commitment be?


The term of office will be two years before elections take place again.


The time spent on Newcastle Youth Council projects and activities depends fully on the young people involved and their individual circumstances.  As a minimum they will be expected to meet as a group every two months.

What support is given to the young people involved?


Members will be offered training and will be fully supported by Children North East workers.  Staff will accompany the members on all trips and all travel, accommodation and refreshments costs will be fully covered.

Election fortnight in voting centres.  


Young people across Newcastle vote using ballot boxes, text or online.





5.  19th June


Announcement of results at election event. Young people who nominated themselves will be invited to attend to hear the results.
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
