Key note speakers confirmed for the morning session include:

· Becky Freeman, University of Sydney: exploring the role of the tobacco industry in its use of advertising, promotion and packaging to attract children and young people to their products 

· Smokefree North West: exploring the potential of the engagement of young people in youth advocacy 

· Judith MacMorran, Newcastle Primary Care Trust: NICE guidance on school based tobacco education and implications for practice

· Lesley Geddes, Northumbria University: presenting on the evaluation of an innovative approach in the North East to engage older school pupils in tobacco education using industry denormalisation messages

· Dr Sue Lewis, Durham University: presenting on insight from young people in County Durham on the main influences in their smoking behaviour

· Richard Ferry, North East Trading Standards Association: presenting on the current role of tobacco regulation to limit access to products and the impact of price and illicit tobacco on youth uptake 
The afternoon session will be interactive allowing detailed discussions across the issues presented in the morning and exploring the appropriate priorities and course of action at the regional/intermediate and local levels. 
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
